HERMENEUTIC INTERPRETATION AND THE NOTION OF
«MISTAKE» IN POSTMODERNITY

As a rule scientists claim that being the main «streamline» in the manifold and
versatile teachings of our days, hermeneutics is an absolutely postmodern phenomenon.
Moreover, it is the «hermeneutic turn», which means the theory of interpretation in
postmodernism that is the key to the postmodern mutation in the idea of truth. [1, p.200]
Everything 1s treated as «a matter of interpretation», and the latter reduces whatever —
universal truths included, — to somebody’s opinion. As a consequence, there is no
«wrongy or «right» opinion; everybody has the right to have his/her own opinion.

It should be admitted that if compared to deconstruction, the difference between
them lies in the fact that deconstruction in its «undermining» the traditional notions of
truth, knowledge, reality, etc., does not propose anything as substitutes; hermeneutics, on
the other hand, is in the search of the ways and means of working out some «non-
fundationalist» understating of those concepts. In hermeneutics truth and knowledge
belong to the creative activity of individuals, his/her reasoning, which is always not just
«representy», but «interpret». The problem, which arises, has been known for centuries:
when one is determining whether someone is justified in holding a certain belief, one
must do so from some point of view. In the theoretical contexts of philosophy this factor
Is known as internalism [2, p.27]. In the context of mathematics this theory is called the
theory of probability and errors, and the scientists assert that the range of its
applicability extends to all the sciences, it is not only an essential element in a liberal
education, some knowledge of the study of this theory is necessary to the correct
understanding of daily events [3].

In the reality of postmodernity, when the world is changing with the
unprecedented speed, the main principle of success is innovation. The safe paths are
available, but to be successful one must change faster than change. Innovation literally
means to make something different, or unique. As you adopt the principle of creativity
into your life, you cannot escape the risks of «mistakes», the possibilities of «failurey.
Still we all learn the value of failure during our lifetime: «Mastery comes from the
wisdom gained in each attempt». Knowledge as a postindustrial force of production has
presented a completely new type of knower. The obvious change from «knower» to
«consumer of knowledge» has produced the new notion of the «productive failure».
«Productive failures» have a very important factor of speed: the quicker the partial truths
from some fair errors can be accumulated, the sooner the goal is reached, which means
«success». On the other hand, success can lead to failure, because success reduced
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motivation, and the failure is experience, with each error you learn something new, a
little more, and as a result get closer to your goal. The problem is that an individual
possessed-deep in his/her inner «Selfy» the fear of failure: it is a part of our psychology,
our «survival machinery». Every risk represents a potential loss: fear is a state of mind.
On the other hand, nothing stands between a person and their desires except trying and
risking, and the only way to succeed is to believe that «fast failures» — errors, mistakes, —
can be productive, «fast failures» must lead to rapid improvement; conversely nothing is
so destructive or painful as «slow failures: time tends to work against the achievement of
goals when errors are not corrected — corrected quickly and productively.
