THE PRESENT-DAY SIGNIFICANCE OF G. SKOVORODA’S
PHILOSOPHY OF THE HEART

The globalized reality of our days is marked by a cardinal transformation of
worldview paradigms. Its content consists of new expectations, motivations and
choices consonant with the appearance of novel areas of activity in various spheres of
life. New ideas and challenges rapidly spread and develop in the intellectual and
cultural medium in the worldwide technologically open communication space. It
provides a free and almost immediate access to previously unknown information
which gives a rich opportunity to compare, analyze and consider choices and
orientations that define the sense and quality of contemporary human life. The search
for answers and decisions in the context of such considerations is very much
conditioned by the philosophical background of a man’s life experience.

In changing situations of his life man has been always reflecting on the essence
and meaning of his place and destiny in the surrounding social and natural world.
Eternal philosophical questions - what am |, who am |, where do | go — have
continuously bothered him. It is true that he has not always realized them in their
stark importance, but many a time he has come across with challenges that were to be
faced and dealt with. Just as often his quest for certainty has left him helpless,
ignorant and in delusion. Without finding any adequate answer he persistently
continued his search remaining perplexed and uncertain. These questions have
accompanied man all through the known history making him stop and think about
how he can manage his difficulties. Nowadays they still continue to arise forcing
man to reflect and search for the truth in dealing with his dilemmas in concrete
circumstances of his own immediate life. Sometimes such intellectual reflections
crystallize in philosophical ideas.

The philosophy of Skovoroda G.S. (1722 - 1794) is a vivid example of man’s
search for truth in shedding light on and coping with the complexity of challenges
and unexpected turns of fortune he faces in his life.

Skovoroda G.S is one of the first philosophers of our country, wholeheartedly
devoted to the search for the truth and the meaning of those questions. His life was
difficult because he met and suffered greatly from human ignorance, injustice and
slander. It did not discourage him. He remained an ordinary man, wellmeaning and
honest; always busy meeting people, writing letters, poetry and philosophical
dialogues. His travels around Europe, during which he could observe and learn a lot,
made him understand the truth and the inner sense of philosophy. He wrote: when
spirits are high, thoughts are quiet, the heart is peaceful then everything is light, easy,
happy and blissful. That in his mind is the sense and meaning of philosophy. Having
been to many European countries and tried many occupations he spent the last 25
years of his life wandering and reflecting but never publishing his compositions. His
contemporaries compared him with Socrates because, like the ancient philosopher.
Skovoroda did not separate his life from philosophic reflection. He was a practicing
philosopher closely connected with and naturally integrated into everyday life.

In the three hundred years that separate us from Skovoroda time there have
been proposed many versions of what he was in real life and how his philosophy can
be interpreted. Both his contemporaries and later researchers of his intellectual
legacy agreed that ontologically his philosophy is anthropological. It is oriented at
man in his unbreakable unity with nature. Man, his life and wellbeing are the main
tenets of his philosophy. Being wellread in ancient philosophy he agreed with
Protagoras that in the human world man is the measure of all things. The quality and
content of man’s life are created by his own effort and agency. The fullness of his life
is made by and depends on his own preferences and choices. To live happily man
should devote his life to active and purposeful searching for truth which is not given
to him by God. It is his duty and destiny to gradually and patiently discover the truth
to make his life better and more fulfilled.

The philosophical system, that Skovoroda developed all his life, includes
several interlacing areas. Its structure consists of two natures and three worlds. His
idea of two natures embraces the nature that gives birth, he calls it eternal, and the
nature, that is born which is transient. In their interrelation he distinguishes the
concept of spirit and body that is presented in various types of form and matter.

His three worlds include macrocosm, microcosm and a certain symbolic world.
Macrocosm is the whole space of the Universe, it is eternal and endless. It includes
all that exists on our reality and also a multitude of parallel realities. The Universe
has no beginning and no end and resembles a snake that eternally bites its own tail.
The elements of macrocosm are interconnected and it is the purpose of man’s
knowing activity to discover and understand the inner sense of their interaction.
Microcosm is the human world. Man’s endless search for truth and multiple
possibilities to observe, reflect and analyse are, according to Skovoroda, identical to
man’s aspiration to reach to God without any mediator. Skovoroda reasoned that,
since God is nature itself, and man is its creation, it is by knowing God that man
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discovers himself. In the process of reaching to God man can know the world and
achieve his goals exclusively by his own agency. Turning to God he can overcome
his moral drawbacks by consciously and actively relying on and using his inner
strength and his ethical sense of social awareness. Man'’s aspiration to find fulfillment
in his search for truth depends on his will to mobilize his resources in developing new
abilities. By applying them in some type of creative and productive activity man will
realize his potential. Thus he can prove his worth and share in the endlessly

complicated picture of the world.

Skovoroda was a religious man and his third world is the symbolic world of the
Bible. The Bible for him is a sort of connection between visible and invisible nature.
Turning to the Bible is the shortest and the most reliable way that leads straight to
God. Though he considered that the legends, presented in the Bible, might be a kind
of mystifications, he was sure that their message contains some secret knowledge that
IS necessary and valuable on man’s path to truth. The symbols of the Bible, he wrote,
widen man’s coarse practical mind. They make man open to and receptive of a
different, a new mind, subtle and contemplative, buoyant with hope. The Bible,
according to Skovoroda, teaches man how to make his heart noble and to overcome
lay urges. The way to understand it is found through realizing that there are two
hearts in a man’s body. One heart is physical and like all physical things it is mortal,
transient, and apt to die. The other heart is symbolic. It is eternal, deathless and ideal.
The mortal heart is coarse, the spiritual heart is subtle. The difference between them
helps to realize the essence and the truth of human nature. In a symbolic and
anthropological sense understanding their duality man is better prepared to face the
inevitable eternal philosophical questions. He is better able to know himself and
define his purpose and place in his multidimensional interrelations with surrounding
reality.

Skovoroda creates his own Philosophy of the Heart. The concept of the heart is
treated an interpreted in a special way. He thought that the heart, like everything else,
is of double nature, having visible and invisible, evident and hidden components. The
heart is not only an organ in the physical body. It is also a specific center of the soul
and the nucleus of human nature. That is why it is necessary to differentiate between
the earthy heart and the symbolic, spiritual heart. The symbolic heart is the essence
of man and the force that supports his earthy life, both physical and spiritual. At the
same time the symbolic heart is the deepest spiritual symbol relevant and important
for knowing the inner character of man. Knowing it reveals the true meaning of
man’s nature, intentions and deeds.  Skovoroda stressed this point and warned that
he outer appearance might be deceptive, for it is only a mask that covers them. The
idea of a spiritual heart is relevant not only to human beings. In Skovoroda’s universe
it is invisibly present in all natural things. The universe is a versatile mosaic of
spiritual hearts beating in unison and making it a unified world symbolic heart.

Skovoroda proclaimed the ontologically ingrained interdependence of natural
and human reality. Man’s knowing himself, as a purpose of life, is impossible
without knowing universal ties and interactions in the outside world. Man, in his
Philosophy of the Heart, is not only a corporeal body among other corporeal bodies.
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It is an entity of a special world, a universe, where corporeal features are interrelated
with spiritual essence. Skovoroda understood man as the beginning and the end of
every thought and all philosophizing. Man for him is not a physical or empirical
creature. The concept of man’s essence is found and revealed in his inner, deathless,
spiritual and divine nature. In his effort to understand himself man faces a lot of
difficulties. He can overcome them not by abstract reflection but by turning to
symbolic thinking consonant with his inner life and the eternal sense of being.

Skovoroda was a practicing philosopher who was deeply committed to the
search of ethical principles and attitudes. He pointed out that the most important
interrelated human ethical qualities were self-knowledge and virtue. Skovoroda’s
ethics is based on the concept of active and constructive doing which consists of
continuous self-improvement.

The significance of Skovoroda’s philosophy is relevant today because of its
strong anthropological attitude. His Philosophy of the Heart is devoted to man in the
totality of his existence. It promotes the idea that it is man who is the master of his
destiny. Man’s nature, according to Skovoroda, has both corporeal and divine
features. Introducing the concept of two hearts, one physical, mortal and transient,
the other symbolic, eternal and immortal, he visualizes human agency within their
continuous interaction in the context of the unity of the heart and the thought. In this
process man’s main ethical qualities — self-knowledge and virtue — are developed and
verified. Finding balance in their coordination is a hard and difficult endeavor.

The present-day significance of G.S.Skovoroda’s philosophy is expressed in
his words: everything is difficult unless you have a dream, consonant with your inner
spiritual heart and the eternal sense of being, and are determined to realize it .

THE MAIN PHILOSOPHICAL IDEAS OF G. SKOVORODA

G. Skovoroda often calls it the heart. As long as flesh and blood rule over the
heart, as long as a person does not acknowledge their poverty, the path to truth is
closed, G. Skovoroda believes: "Not the body, but the soul is a person.” The process
of searching for and finding the truth is connected with the fact that a person seeks to
renounce the corporeal, realizing himself in the transformation of the spirit. This
transformation enables a person to find his true being. Having revealed G.
Skovoroda's understanding of human life, we must consider how he thought of man
himself. For him, man is a small world, a microcosm with its own structure. With its
laws of existence. In man is concentrated metaphysically the whole universe, in
particular in this microcosm is God. The main thing is how a person differs from
everything else that lives in the world. - is the free will of man and morality in
choosing a life path.

G. Skovoroda divided man into two parts: internal and external. All the
characteristics of the external man are determined by the form of his existence -
earthly existence. It is this earthly existence and is the main test of man on his life
path and in the knowledge of truth. Most often, the outer man, his being obscures the
invisible world (inner man). People prefer the visible to the invisible. This is due to
the fact that man has according to his nature two types of mind, lives by two types of
laws, has a double life. G. Skovoroda directs his philosophy to purification from
mistakes. The process of this purification is determined by self-knowledge and God-
knowledge, the unity of these processes. The process of self-knowledge, according to
G. Skovoroda, is three-stage. The first stage is the knowledge of oneself as self-
existent, as self-willed being. This is a kind of self-identification. The second stage is
the knowledge of oneself as a social being. The third stage is the knowledge of
oneself as a being that is created and flows in the image and likeness of God. This
stage of cognition is the most responsible, because it gives a person an understanding
of the general in relation to all human beings. Having overcome the slavish
consciousness in himself, G. Skovoroda claims, having raised his thoughts above the
earth, a person transforms. The philosopher foresaw the discovery by man of deep
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inner spiritual sources, which allow man to become purer, better, to reorient from an
exclusively earthly existence to spiritual improvement and to change his own earthly
life in accordance with the spiritual. With his work and life G. Skovoroda
demonstrated the possibility of deep transformations. Indeed, the ideas expressed by
G. Skovoroda do not constitute integrity. They are presented not so much in a strict
logical form, as in a figurative form. In the work of a thinker, it is difficult to trace
where fiction ends and philosophy begins, and vice versa. Not surprisingly, there are
various interpretations of the work of the philosopher. In fact, he himself gave such a
space for interpretations. Here everyone can know something of their own, close and
understandable to him. And thus the disadvantage of such a philosophy (its
unsystematic) becomes an advantage (versatility).

Conclusions: G. Skovoroda's philosophy is a great example of the existence of
the philosophy of the Ukrainian spirit as a dynamic, capable of development and
continuous improvement of the original system of views, ideals, beliefs, hopes, love,
honor, conscience, dignity and decency; it is a kind of search and determination of
the Ukrainian people of their place in the socio-historical process, a call to humanism
and "related" to human nature of action.

THE SYMBOLIC WORLD OF GRIGORY SKOVORODY

G. Skovoroda is an outstanding representative of the Barogue, who mastered
its aesthetic principles. He turns to the form of thinking in images, to allegory and
symbolism, which contributed to the search for the secret meaning of things around
the world and the meaning of human life. G. Skovoroda's philosophical views are
distinguished by originality and originality. Researcher Kudrinsky calls him a
"philosopher without a system." Symbolization is a powerful tool of figurative
achievement of reality, it serves as a deep fundamental means of all human cognitive
activity. The symbolism of Skovoroda is manifested in the constant appeal from
ideal, abstract objects to the concrete - life, nature, art. The philosopher tried to use
symbols and images while playing, but in this game he invested the deep meaning of
the achievements in the field of philosophical knowledge that have accumulated over
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the centuries. He gave an important place to the symbol and made it one of the central
categories of his teaching.

Not only concepts have a symbolic function in Skovoroda. All without
exception, the facts, both historical and any specific being in general - the whole
world with all its components, the philosopher interprets symbolically. A symbol is a
source of light that illuminates a person's path to knowledge. It is a language with
which one could express the inner meaning of images. Each symbol does not have a
definite, established and clearly defined meaning. Images and symbols are
completely independent formations, their content does not depend on anything other
than themselves. In each symbol there are three layers of being: simple, naked being,
being depicting, the hidden meaning of the image.

To comprehend the meaning and hidden meaning of a symbol means to
divide, to learn to distinguish the layers of being. The Bible occupies a central place
in the system of symbolic worldview of G. Skovoroda. He constantly appeals to the
authority of Scripture. Skovoroda's attitude to the Bible is very lively, passionate and
in love. The very feeling of love is the explanation of such a special place of the
Bible in the work of the thinker. The symbolic interpretation of the Bible was not a
new phenomenon.

The idea of the duality of the world, initiated by Plato, runs through all the
philosophical works of G. Skovoroda and is organically connected with the
fundamental theory of G. Skovoroda about the three worlds. According to
Skovoroda, all three worlds consist of two natures - visible and invisible. Visible
nature - perishable, corporeal, lower nature. The invisible is the eternal, blissful, main
nature. G. Skovoroda considers the literary understanding of the Bible to be harmful
and shameful. External understanding of the word of the Bible, not its Spirit, leads to
heresies, bigotry, the formation of sects. When the hidden meaning is known in the
Bible with the help of figures (symbols), the mystery of the beginning, of eternity, is
revealed to a person. The symbols are actually shrouded in darkness. This is a kind of
protection of the truth from harmful interference.

The symbols used to represent the beginning were the words "ring", "“circle",
"root", "spark", "father". "Circle", "wheel" is the most important symbol of divine
existence, both for the individual and for all mankind. The wheel is an image that
conceals the boundless Wheel of God's Eternity. In the work of G. Skovoroda, the
cycle occupies almost a central place. The circular movement of the spirit is a
methodological principle for the philosopher. The whole development of mankind
and its history is connected with such a movement. G. Skovoroda emphasizes that
real life is therefore symbolized by a sphere and round objects, that it is the most
complete, closed form.

The symbol of the cycle, strange as it may seem, is a snake. The symbol of
the serpent played an important role in the religious beliefs of antiquity. The snake is
an image of a sea monster, it is a symbol of the Cosmic Waters. With the victory of
the deity over the serpent began the process of formation of the universe. Carefully
reading the works of G. Skovoroda, you notice a variety of plant and animal symbols.
As D. Chizhevsky notes, they occupy a very special place in the system of symbolic
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worldview of the philosopher. In his works Skovoroda himself proposed his own
typology of symbols. The main characters include: Animals and birds, Fantastic

animals, Plants and flora, Still life, Products of human activity.

Each animal in them is endowed with human features and it is easy to recognize a
person by them. The symbol of the animal should not be detached from the content of
the fable itself, otherwise all meaning is lost. A dog, for example, is a symbol of a liar
in one fable or a symbol of a wise man in another (the fable "Dog and Mare").
Nightingales and larks are more like people who make their own. These images are
neutral. The pig's dirty way of life has always been likened to the unclean, sinful
habits of men. An intelligent person who makes his decisions without haste is often
likened to an owl or a cancer.

The life of the universe, the cosmos is the same as the life of a plant. This is a
process in which unity decomposes into plurality. The rhythm of plant life is
reminiscent of the cycle. That is why G. Skovoroda so actively appealed to the use of
this image. G. Skovoroda compares a man with a full ear of wheat. In man, the “true
grain” must come out of man's appearance over time. But for this to happen, the
human appearance must perish, leaving only force. It means being born again. This
dualistic idea is an ontologization of G. Skovoroda's symbolism: in order to reach the
inner meaning, it is necessary to discard everything superfluous, external, like the
husk of a plant. The inner world is the meaning of the outer. In order to depict this
relationship, G. Skovoroda also uses symbols. G. Skovoroda emphasizes the
emanations of God in man, nature and the Bible. The divine is supposedly spilled in
the world, in matter and beyond. The frying pan is the creator of the original
"cordocentric philosophy", in the center of which appears the heart as the bearer of
divine light. The heart is the realm of the subconscious. It is the core of man, it is a
reflection of the inner meaning of life of each individual. In man, the heart is an
unlimited abyss, a source of thoughts and desires. Biblical stories, historical plots,
natural and cultural phenomena acquire symbolic significance and appropriate
interpretation.

In each symbol Skovoroda sees three degrees of being: a simple creature -
"naked"; a creature capable of imagining; hidden meaning of the image. The
symbolic form of Skovoroda's philosophical thinking tries to embrace the whole
sphere of being and the sphere of thinking. Each image in Frying Pan is an ambiguity
of symbolic forms that have many meanings.

Examining the philosophical heritage of the famous Ukrainian thinker
Skovoroda, we considered the main issues and problems related to the symbolic
richness of the philosopher's works. The general conclusions of the work are
contained in the following provisions: Gregory Skovoroda is a bright representative
of Baroque symbolism. The main feature of divine existence in terms of Baroque -
omnipresence. It is, so to speak, "logical" and "methodological™” - the answer to each
question cannot ignore the relation to the being in question, to the existence of the
absolute - God. Applying a symbolic form of thinking, G. Skovoroda seeks to
simultaneously replace the dry, concise, terminological delineation with fantastic-
symbolic structures. For example, in order for a person to be able to find and
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understand the deep inner meaning of the Bible, it is necessary to interpret this book
symbolically. As Skovoroda does, he transforms it from a purely theological book
into a philosophical one. Skovoroda's symbolism has an inner affinity with mystical
experiences. The frying pan re-highlighted the role and place of symbolism in
connection with the ancient and patriarchal tradition. The internal language of any
thought is a symbol. It is in him that the living integrity and ambiguity of living

experience are not distorted.
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ESCHATOLOGICAL VIEWS OF H.S. SKOVORODA

Everything that has a beginning has an ending, but how to spend the part that is
between them? | am highly interested in the topic of discussion “The eschatological
views of Hryhoriy Skovoroda as well as the philosophical reflection of the writer.
During the course of my research and analysis of his works, | understood the author,
his attitude to life, what he considered important and the philosophy, which
Skovoroda promoted. | would like to emphasize and highlight the philosophical
views of Hryhoriy Skovoroda his vision of life and the world in general, and how in
his works the theme of eschatology is traced.

I would like to draw your attention to the definition of the word “eschatology”
itself. Eschatology from the ancient Greek means "end" and is a branch of theology
and philosophy, which is a system of views and beliefs about the end of the world, as
well as the fate of mankind and the universe after it. As for the imprint in Skovoroda's
work, the main semantic accents of the philosopher are thought of as advice on how
to most intelligently equip a temporary existence in a mortal body, to carry out this
existence with dignity - to become wise, unpretentious and finally complete the
"beastly” state and turn into ... In addition to the above, the classic feature of his
philosophy is the understanding of reality - the inner, the soul. In general, this
concept is reduced to the idea that the sacred center of the human soul is the heart -
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the source and focus of refraction of all desires, emotions, feelings. Skovoroda really
defends this position in details.

He saw a happy life as the first goal, it was reflected in his works : “We seek
happiness in countries, centuries, and it is everywhere, and always with us; as the fish
is in the water, so we are in it, and it is near us seeks us itself. "The most necessary
thing for a person is happiness, "peace of mind." It is available to all, it consists in
knowing oneself. "Look at yourself", it means know yourself - this is the main motive
of Skovoroda's philosophy. Skovoroda’s philosophy constantly draws attention to
man, his spiritual world, his happiness. That is why Skovoroda is called the
Ukrainian Socrate, and his philosophy is named the "philosophy of the heart". “The
science of man and his happiness is the most important of all sciences."

It is not difficult to be happy - to know your spiritual essence "invisible world"
in yourself - your heart, your nature and, accordingly, to choose the right kind of
place and activity for oneself. Thus, as we speak about the analyzed eschatology,
death is called "related” to the body (its essential attribute), and because the body is
related to the imperfect side of the universe, the death of the flesh is preceded (and
accompanied) by all kinds of suffering - disease, despair, loss of physical ability. This
Is where Hryhoriy Skovoroda, realizing that man is a combination of soul and body,
very often despises the other, although he often urges to treat both parts of his nature
with equal care. As for the question of rebirth and existing, he looked at death
without fear, but he saw it as something ordinary, something that is part of us and our
growth:Skovoroda once said "Ice is born to melt". Considering the sun as something
that has always been and will always be, the artist considered the concept of truth and
the feeling of life as follows: "You know the truth, then the sun will enter your blood"
and the soul has always been and will always be in the world, so we should not forget
to take care of it as well.

Hryhoriy Skovoroda, who saw love as the first basis of the world, is an
incomprehensible and multifaceted feeling. He said that it is important for everyone
to always remember: "Love is the beginning, the middle and the end" because, as the
author himself, he claimed that when a person's spirit is cheerful, thoughts are calm,
the heart is peaceful, then everything is bright, happy, blissful. The writer argued that
he who knows his family, happiness in life and will follow his own destiny,
confidently and developing, he will find meaning in life and in the existence of the
soul, will find peace and his own place in the vast world. This is the eschatological
philosophy of Hryhoriy Skovoroda and the main message to the world that will be
relevant over the years.

LIFE OF THE PHILOSOPHER G. S. SKOVORODA

Ukrainian philosopher of the 18th century, poet Grigory Skovoroda, author of
the collection of poetry "The Garden of Divine Songs”, "Kharkiv Fables", "Poor
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Lark", as well as several works in prose, is a representative of the era of the end of
the Ukrainian baroque - a period marked by an amazing passion for symbolism. The
very life path of Skovoroda is symbolic and represents a circle. The poet mentions
the place where he was born with affection, describing it as the land of forests, hills,
springs and gardens.

Grigory Skovoroda was born in the family of a poor Cossack in the village of
Chernukhi near Lubna in 1722. He studied at the Kiev Academy, but did not finish
his studies. He was a member of the imperial choir in the capital of the Russian
Empire. He spent one of the periods of his life in Hungary, and, possibly, also
traveled to other European countries. He also taught poetics in Pereyaslav. Most of
the time Skovoroda was a tutor in the family of the landowner. From 1759 to 1769,
intermittently, he taught subjects such as poetry, syntax, Greek and ethics at the
Kharkov School. Due to attacks on his ethics course, in 1769 he decided to give up
teaching for good. He spent the last quarter of his life with various friends - rich and
poor.

During this last period, his greatest philosophical works were written. And
during this period he wrote poetry and prose in the Russian-Slavic language and Latin
and made several translations from Latin. As a music lover, he played several
instruments and wrote songs.

According to some reports, after his death in 1794, he was buried in the garden.

THE IDEA OF UNEQUAL EQUALITY IN THE PHILOSOPHICAL WORK
OF G.S. SKOVORODA

G. Skovoroda did not create a theoretically designed and systematized doctrine.
He understood his philosophy as the ability to live in harmony with nature, in peace
with people and his own conscience. "When a person's spirit is cheerful, thoughts are
calm, the heart is peaceful, then everything is bright, happy, blissful. This is the
philosophy, "Skovoroda said.

Hryhoriy Savych Skovoroda has a concept called "unequal equality”. The
philosopher took as a symbol a fountain, consisting of vessels of different volumes,
which are filled with water. On the one hand, they are all different sizes, so they are
unequal. But they are all full, so they are equal. (This fountain, by the way, is
depicted on the Ukrainian five-hundred-hryvnia banknote together with the author of
the concept).

The principle of "unequal equality" is the ideal of interpersonal
communication. Everyone differs from others by their inner nature, and therefore
equality is to create sufficient conditions for everyone to realize their desire for a
"related” life. This means that people have different abilities, each their own. In this
sense, they are not equal. But the level is that everyone can fully develop their
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abilities. That is why everyone has their own destiny, their own way in life. Unequal
equality is a fairly universal thing, it is appropriate to apply it to the policy on
national minorities. Ethnic groups of the country differ in their number, density,
assimilation, language, religion, traditional occupations, but they must all have
guaranteed rights. And to achieve this equality, we must work in two directions - to
preserve and nurture the identity, language and culture of each group, but at the same
time integrate them into society so that they are full members. If in any of the two
directions of incompleteness, the shaky unequal equality is violated, and one of the

vessels is underfilled.

G.S. SKOVORODA'S DOCTRINE ABOUT THREE WORLDS AND TWO
NATURES

Hryhoriy Skovoroda - an outstanding Ukrainian writer of the 18th century,
entered the history of the culture as an original philosopher-humanist, writer-
democrat.

The main problem of Skovoroda's philosophy is the problem of human, his
happiness and the ways to achieve it. This problem organically follows from
Skovoroda's philosophical system, his doctrine of two natures and three worlds. So,
in order to understand both the meaning of Skovoroda's life and the essence of his
philosophy, it is necessary to reveal the content of his philosophical system.

The concept of the three worlds is that they are in constant motion and
interconnection. Without knowing one of them, it is impossible to know the other
three. According to the philosopher, we must start with self-knowledge. Let's take a
closer look at these 3 worlds.

1) The first is the macrocosm / big world - this is the whole world that
surrounds us, the world of things, the Universe, seen as endless and limitless.

2) The second is the microcosm / small world - the human world that means
that the person himself is a model of the big world, its copy in a reduced size.

3) And the third world / symbolic world are the Bible and mythology. The true
meaning of the Bible, according to Skovoroda, lies in the idea of the equality of all
people, love and community of everything, hidden in its symbolic form. Mythology is
considered, first of all, as recognition by a person of internal laws governing being.
Man acts as a measure of everything that exists, that’s why before knowing the large
and symbolic worlds, man must know himself.

No less important in Skovoroda's philosophy is the theory of two natures.
According to him, every person, every phenomenon of the world is divided into two
natures. There are two natures in everything - invisible (God) and visible (material).
The philosopher argued that nothing can perish; it only loses its shadow. So, let's take

a closer look at the concept of two natures.
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The first nature or matter is something visible, external. Skovoroda understood
the material world, objectively existing, which is perceived by the senses, that is, the
visible nature, and the world of things. At the heart of any matter, according to the
philosopher, is the unity of four elements - fire, air, water and earth. Even the
microcosm, that is a human, is nothing more than the balance of these four elements.

However, the basis of all material things, their activity and driving force is
precisely the invisible nature (God, spirit) and this is the second nature or form -
something invisible, internal, spiritual and divine.

The invisible nature is God, who is thought of as the beginning of the world.
God, according to Skovoroda, is not limited by time, place, gender, or name. He is
unchanging, immovable, is everything in everything. These two natures exist
inseparably, but at the same time they do not merge.

Based on the developed concept of three worlds and two natures, the Ukrainian
philosopher created a doctrine, the center of which was a human and the problems of
achieving his happiness.

In the end, | want to note that realizing his vocation and the temporary purpose
of awakening the spirit of the nation, Gregory Skovoroda canonized high moral
principles with his life: love of freedom, fortitude, dignity, sincerity, striving for
wisdom, reliability, love for one's neighbor. The creative heritage of the great
philosopher has become an inexhaustible source of wisdom and vitality for the
Ukrainian people for many, many centuries, and his doctrines will always be relevant.

THE IMPORTANCE OF THE MAIN SPIRITUAL GUIDELINES OF
G. SKOVORODA FOR THE MODERN COMMUNITY

Community is a dream, it clearly expresses the desire of each person to be
adequately understood by others; it is a relationship of mutual identification, social
intimacy and comfort. This dream is perfectly understood by everyone in theoretical
terms, but it is difficult to achieve in reality due to the fact that those who are
motivated by this dream inevitably seek to avoid disagreements between people on
various issues. Modern life is characterized by constant significant changes, cultural
impulses, socio-cultural transformations. The dynamics of the practical activity of
society requires from social subjects constant achievements and search for new
values.

The modern world society has already understood that it is not possible to
achieve sustainable development only due to efforts aimed at economic changes, it is
necessary to find quality other factors influencing the general situation of the ongoing
crisis. In the conditions of modern social changes, when it is even impossible to
predict the directions of emergence of future socio-political and philosophical
discourses, the world community must find answers to the most important questions
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of human existence. All the narratives of the past no longer provide answers to the
question of constructing a socially stable society. Even modern narratives no longer
help to establish the basic constructing components. We see that life is so changeable
that it is becoming increasingly difficult to work out any general principles for the
preservation of human existence itself. It is clear that there must be a return to the
very human essence. The most important human values, which are not connected
with the political system or economic formation, should draw attention to the very
fact of life as the highest value.

The work of Hryhoriy Skovoroda is aimed to analyses human happiness, ways
to achieve it. The doctrine of two natures and three worlds gives us the opportunity to
understand ways this idea come true. His understanding that everything that exists
has two natures, one external and the other internal, helps to see the truth. Inner
nature is the true essence of all phenomena and objects. The spiritual nature
represents its power over the external or material nature of all phenomena that exist.
The material world is only a reflection of the spiritual world. Based on the
understanding of this idea, we increasingly see the importance for the modern
community of the system of humanitarian knowledge as the most powerful tool for
constructing a person of a new formation. Knowledge of philosophy and philosophy
of law is intended to perform important functions, among which we want to note the
following: worldview-cognitive, value-oriented and educational.

Worldview-cognitive function provides immersion in the most common
problems of life and law. Based on worldview principles, this function contributes to
the built-in philosophical vision of legal phenomena, explains and interprets the
meanings of phenomena and determines the importance of life and law for society
and person. Value-oriented or axiological function has its manifestation in the built
the hierarchy of life and legal values. It reveals and substantiates the logic of this
hierarchy. Philosophy of law influences the orientation of law-making, law
enforcement and law enforcement activities for humanistic purposes. Constituting the
image of the legal ideal, philosophy and philosophy of law warns against the negative
consequences in case of non-compliance with the main values, such as justice,
equality, and good.

Hryhoriy Skovoroda's philosophy proves that the spiritual essense is the core
of human nature. His principle of self-knowledge, performing important functions of
knowing one's own nature, should become the basis for the formation of modern
man.

The experience of participation in the international event "'Visiting
Program for Young Sinologists’ as an intercultural communication format
between scholars from China and Ukraine

Being a representative of Odessa National Maritime University (ONMU),
which has relations of partnership with Ushynsky National Pedagogical University,
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as well as with Chinese Academy of Social Sciences (CASS), | would like to share
some experience of my communication with colleagues from People's Republic of
China.

First, 1 should say there is a joint Ukrainian-Chinese Research Center for
Social Development of “the Belt and Road” along countries, at my University, and
each year we hold scientific conferences devoted to the problems of the New Silk
Road project, focusing on socio-economic, logistics & technological, legal, and
sociocultural matters of Ukraine's possible involvement into this great initiative of
China [1].

In July 2018 | was a participant of "The Visiting Program for Young
Sinologists" (VPYS) in Beijing. The organization of that Program and its content was
made at the highest level. It was hosted by the Ministry of Culture and Tourism of
The People's Republic of China, and the Chinese Academy of Social Sciences.

In my opinion, participating in such kind of programs is very productive,
because they let the participants to see with their own eyes how modern China opens
to the world, and how successfully the nation develops. As for me, | also felt the
friendliness and tolerance of Chinese people: not only among scholars, but in
everyday communication — in public places, on the streets of Beijing, Guiyang,
Shanghai, everywhere | was...

The Visiting Program was designed so successfully, that in a rather short
period of time (about three weeks) all the participants were shown different life
aspects of the modern Chinese society, especially the rich cultural heritage of China,
as well as some latest technological achievements of the Chinese people. Among
them — the world's largest radio-telescope named FAST (Five-hundred-meter
Aperture Spherical radio Telescope, 5 K O {2 BRE & Fi 22 54).

The Program itself included a wide range of activities. There were lectures by
distinguished Chinese professors, dedicated to various topical issues, for example:
"China and the BRI goals, achievements and challenges™ by prof. Wang Yuzhu;
"Scholar Stratum and the Utopian Thinking in the Era of Philosopher" by professor
Li Chunging; "Relationship between Chinese lexicology and Chinese social culture™
by prof. Zhang Bo; and other topics.

There was official and private communication with colleagues from Chinese
academic institutions, mainly from CASS — Chinese Academy of Social Sciences,
Peking University, Beijing Language and Culture University, as well as many
contacts with sinologists from more than thirty countries of the world. There were a
lot of joint events.

Then all participants were divided into several groups, depending on the
specifics of their research interests, and were visiting different scientific institutions.
As for me, | was visiting one of the research institutions of CASS — The National
Institute of Social Development (NISD). There | had an opportunity to communicate
with some Chinese scholars. In particular, 1 had got competent and profound
consultations of the mentioned institute's Director General — Doctor of Sociology,
Professor Zhan Yi, and with Professor Ma Feng, and other interesting people,
representatives of Chinese academic social science.
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My personal scientific interest to China is not limited only with cultural
matters. The subject of my specific interest is the development of Intellectual
Property institutions in China, and comparative studies of similar relations in
Ukraine, in the West, and in China. The direct scientific result of my involvement
into VPYS-2018 in Beijing is the research published as scientific article [2] both in
English and in Chinese languages, using the materials, data, and impressions
collected during my participation in the Visiting Program for Young Sinologists. This
research has been continued in some other scientific publications [3; 4].

In conclusion, | would say that the time-period when VPYS-2018 was holding,
from nowadays, may be estimated as a blissful time when there was no any pandemic
restrictions, the world was opened, and China made to us a warm cordial welcome.
Thus, that was a real and very precious chance to share experience, to broaden my
outlook on Chinese inheritance, and to deepen my comprehension of Chinese
mentality.

After all, I am convinced that such kind of programs make a significant
contribution in better understanding of contemporary China, and will obtain a serious
positive influence on the development of Chinese-Ukrainian relations in various
fields of activity.

In addition, there may be a comparison of G. Skovoroda's matter with the veil
that covers the thing or cloth in which the true being is wrapped. As Dmytriy
Chyzhevsky writes, "We see only the veil that covers the face ". Matter is a "lies of
our body", "shadow" and "darkness".

Moreover, ukrainian thinker defines the heart as the firstever in the soul, it is
the abyss, the basis of human being. "The head, in everything human, is the human
heart. It is the most accurate person in human, ‘Human is the heart." The heart is the
"root™" of man. Therefore,everyone is the one whose heart is in it.

In conclusion, the unity, the wholeness of the heart is at the same time the unity
of all hearts. G. Skovoroda divides the physical and spiritual heart: “The earthly heart
transforms us into various unclean animals, cattle and birds.

ETHICAL TEACHING OF G. SKOVORODA AND ITS SIGNIFICANCE
FOR THE MODERN

The relevance lies in the disclosure of a holistic vision of ethical teaching as the
basis of philosophical views, which occupies a significant place in the philosophical
pursuits of thinkers for many centuries and is relevant today.

Object of research: philosophical heritage and way of life of GS Skovoroda.
Subject of research: philosophical concepts of GS Skovoroda.

The development of the spiritual culture of the Ukrainian people is connected with
the name of the great philosopher, pedagogue, poet G. Skovoroda. The artist's
contribution to social and philosophical thought and literature can be understood only
in connection with the socio-economic processes of that time, because at this time the
liberation struggle of the enslaved peasantry intensified. Against the background of
these events, the views and beliefs of G. Skovoroda were formed. He protests against
a world ruled by cruel order, social inequality, and shameful passions.

G. Skovoroda is an outstanding Ukrainian philosopher, educator, and humanist writer
of the 18th century. Author of philosophical and pedagogical treatises, poetic works,
translations, sermons, parables, fables, he was a highly educated man of his time.
Having mastered the ancient heritage, in particular the ideas of Socrates and Plato,
Cicero and Lucretius Carus, the artist rethought his thoughts through the prism of his
worldview.

Moral and ethical ideals of the thinker:

1. He asserts that each person is a constant secret, which no one is ever able to solve
until a person knows himself.

2. Skovoroda considered happiness to be the most important thing for a person. He
argued that happiness should be built on an unshakable foundation of invisibility. It
does not depend on the earth or the heavens. "Our happiness is a spiritual world, self-
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knowledge. Happiness as the wisdom of life is the harmonious union of man with
nature and the world around him. " The poet-philosopher considered freedom a

necessary condition of human happiness, his poetry "De libertate™ is devoted to this.
3. Frying pan believed that the ideal of society, where everyone realizes their natural
talents in "related" work and enjoys it, can be realized through education, self-
knowledge.

4. The Ukrainian philosopher attached great importance to the education of love for
work. Science and learning make sense and correspond to human nature.

The significance of Skovoroda's teaching for the present.

The current ecological crisis is evidence that humanity is engaged mainly in
"unrelated” work and has not yet realized the role of "related" work associated with
the essence of man himself. Only on the basis of knowledge of the person of the
natural abilities - the function in the nature, it is possible to pass to a perspective
trajectory of development. The world community now recognizes that happiness and
peace on the planet do not depend more on what people know how to do, but on what
their activities are aimed at.

Conclusions: Grigoriy Savych was a great philosopher, poet, teacher, but above all
Skovoroda was an ordinary man who differed from many other people in the ability
to think, to think about everything: about life, its meaning, about such desirable
human happiness and of course about man.

Grigoriy Skovoroda's philosophical views are of a humanistic nature, aimed at self-
knowledge and self-improvement of a person, help him to navigate in this complex
world of good and evil, and therefore they are interesting to read in our time. The
way to moral improvement of life is seen in the creation of good laws, in sound
public administration, as well as in the moral education of citizens.

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GRIGORIY SKOVORODA ON THE MENTAL MORAL LABOR
EDUCATION OF CHILDREN AND PANTHEIZM IN THE PHILOSOPHY

According to Grigory Skovoroda, the teacher should encourage students to

have a desire to learn new information.
Among the means and methods of study the teacher singled out lectures, reports,
conversations, debates. In the process of study it is necessary, in his opinion, to take
into account the inclinations and abilities of children, centuries and their individual
characteristics.

Gregory Skovoroda was an educator of the people in the deepest sense of the
word. He taught the people and learned from the people.

Requirements for the teacher were: first and foremost deep knowledge, devotion to
his people, humanity, respect for those whom he teaches, the ability to convincingly
hold a word, patience, unselfishness.

Decisive in the moral education, according to him, is the formation of habits of
high moral behavior of young people. Skovoroda also draws particular attention to
the exceptional importance of respect and love for children, humane attitude towards
them on the part of older parents and teachers. In general education, according to
Skovoroda, should be carried out primarily through work, which he considered the
basis of social life, as the "beginning"” and "crown" of happiness, as the meaning of
human life [1, 2].

The wandering philosopher's philosophy focuses on religious and moral issues.
G. Skovoroda's philosophical concept is pantheism. God and nature are one: every
person has God in him, he does not exist outside of man. For G. Skovoroda, the
whole world is saturated with opposites: Life - Death, light - shadow,
meaninglessness - wisdom, crying — laughter, dishonor - glory, ferocity - mercy,
beginning - end, and so on. Everything in the world moves between opposites in a
circle ("ring"), the beginning of which is falling away from God, and the end is
returning to him.

Skovoroda did not create a theoretically formed and systematized teaching. He
understood his philosophy as the ability to live in God, in harmony with nature, in
peace with people and his own conscience. The most necessary thing for a person is
happiness, "peace of mind". It is accessible to all, consists in knowing yourself as an
image of God. "Look inside yourself", that is, know yourself - this is the main motive
of Skovoroda's philosophy. Each of the three worlds consists of two "natures”, has a
dual nature, one of which is visible (material), the second is invisible, that is, divine,
Skovoroda believed. The invisible nature is the God who permeates all things [3, 4].
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THE IDEA OF THE «INNER» MAN IN SKOVORODA'’S
PHILOSOPHY

The problem of finding happiness and meaning in life has always worried
thinkers. G. Skovoroda's teachings are aimed primarily at making the inner, spiritual
life of a person richer. The philosopher points out that a person may not have
resistance in the external environment, but instead rely only on his more intense inner
life. This will allow you to be less dependent on circumstances that are impossible to
control, which can, in my opinion, lead to happiness.

Skovoroda's philosophy is characterized by personalism, the focus is on the
human personality. The path to happiness lies, according to the artist, through the
moral improvement of man. The problems that Gregory explored are relevant today,
because man, both before and now seeks to find inner harmony, as well as the path to
happiness.

In his philosophy, Skovoroda seems to say that man is the key to all the
mysteries of the world. He who has not known himself cannot know and change the
environment.

The purpose of scientific research is to study the idea of "inner" man
G. Skovoroda.

Frying pan believed that man has the visible and the invisible, fleeting and
eternal. He believes that the inner man is almost completely lost in the outer world,
he no longer hears himself.

In the philosophy of the frying pan, understanding man is the key to
understanding the essence of being. He considers man, declaring him one of the
worlds, a microcosm. The frying pan tries to understand the connection between this
micro world and the macro world.

Skovoroda believed that everyone should go their own way, but everyone's
goal is the same - to find themselves. And the philosopher saw his task in life,
according to his philosophy.
