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NATO'’s role in ensuring peace and security in the Eastern
Partnership region

The article examines the role of the North Atlantic Treaty Organisation (NATO) in ensuring
peace and security in the Eastern Partnership (EaP) region. The Eastern Partnership region
remains the centre of geopolitical tensions between Russia and NATO countries. The ongoing
war in Ukraine, frozen conflicts in the region, and escalating tensions between the EU, the US,
and Russia highlight the region’s vulnerability to international security challenges. The Euro-
Atlantic aspirations of Ukraine, Georgia and Moldova also make the topic relevant. The paper
analyses the key aspects of NATO's role in the context of ensuring peace and security in
the Eastern Partnership region. It also analyses current security challenges in the region. One
of the main challenges is the growth of Russian aggression in the region. Russia is the main
security threat to NATO's partner countries in Eastern Europe. It is carrying out military
aggression against Ukraine, as well as waging hybrid warfare against other NATO partner
countries, and has deployed nuclear weapons in Belarus. Another challenge is the growing
danger from hybrid warfare and cyber threats in the region. The countries of the EaP region
are increasingly facing threats such as disinformation, propaganda, cyber attacks, etc. NATO
seeks to address these challenges by further strengthening its ties with partner countries
and providing them with greater security support. NATO'’s key security interests in the region
are explored. The key mechanisms of the Alliance to ensure security in the region are studied.
Potential scenarios for a possible strengthening of NATO'’s role in strengthening security
in the region are considered. Recommendations for strengthening NATO's involvement in
ensuring peace and stability in the Eastern Partnership countries are presented.
