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In the contemporary global context, territorial communities are increasingly
exposed to complex and overlapping crisis challenges, including epidemic shocks,
military conflicts, forced migration and displacement of population, full-scale war, and
deep structural imbalances in labor markets and social systems. These crises undermine
local socio-economic systems, disrupt governance processes, erode the resource base
of communities, trigger significant outflows of human capital, and threaten the
continuity of essential public functions. Under such conditions, the ability of
communities not only to withstand shocks but also to adapt to rapidly changing
environments and create foundations for recovery becomes a critical determinant of
sustainable development. In particular, large-scale forced migration generates
asymmetries in local labor markets, alters the demographic and professional
composition of communities, and transforms the demand for social services and
employment opportunities.

Effective management of community resources in times of crisis therefore
depends not only on the quantitative availability of material or financial assets, but also
on the quality, coherence, and adaptability of management instruments. This is
particularly relevant for managing labor market asymmetries arising from migration:
mismatches between available workforce skills and local economic needs,
concentration of internally displaced persons (IDPs) in certain regions, and the deficit
of qualified professionals in critical sectors. Of particular importance is the alignment
of local governance practices with European standards and international approaches to
public administration, sustainability, and participatory development, which provide a
normative and methodological framework for resilient community governance.

The theoretical foundation of the proposed approach integrates several
complementary perspectives, including resource mobilization theory, the concept of
multidimensional community capital, vulnerability and capacity assessment methods,
theories of labor market segmentation and migration economics, and the social-
ecological resilience framework. Together, these approaches highlight the importance
of coordinated resource mobilization, the strategic role of human, social, and intangible
capital, the management of migration-induced transformations of the local workforce,
and the need for adaptive governance systems capable of responding to uncertainty and
external shocks.
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Within this conceptual framework, community resources and the instruments for
their management are understood as interrelated elements of a unified resilience system
rather than as isolated policy tools. Their classification, summarized in Table 1,
provides an analytical basis for examining how different groups of instruments
contribute to strengthening community resilience under crisis conditions.

Community resources and the instruments used to manage them can be
conceptualized across several dimensions, as summarized in Table 1.

From the perspective of migration challenges, the classification of resource
management instruments presented in Table 1 requires particular attention to the
human capital mobilization tools category. Under conditions of large-scale
displacement, these instruments must address not only the engagement of resident
populations but also the integration of internally displaced persons into community
governance, labor markets, and social life. VVolunteer action groups, participatory
mechanisms, and youth project cultures can serve as platforms for IDP inclusion,
provided they are accompanied by targeted policies addressing labor market
asymmetries, including skills recognition programs, retraining initiatives, and
employment facilitation mechanisms tailored to the displaced population (Fig. 1).

Thus, community resilience is determined not by individual instruments but by
the quality of governance and the ability to integrate resources. In the context of
migration, this requires addressing labor market imbalances and strengthening human
capital retention.
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STATE REGULATION OF ENERGY STORAGE SYSTEM
DEVELOPMENT IN UKRAINE AS ATOOL FOR ENSURING POWER
SYSTEM STABILITY

The current transformation of Ukraine’s energy sector is driven by two key
factors: the growing share of renewable energy sources (RES) and the destruction of
energy infrastructure resulting from the full-scale Russian-Ukrainian war. RES,
particularly solar and wind generation, are characterized by high variability in
production, which creates additional challenges for balancing the power system. At the
same time, damage to traditional balancing capacity reinforces the need for flexible
system stabilization tools.

In this context, energy storage systems (ESS) are becoming a critically important
element of the energy infrastructure. They ensure peak load smoothing, frequency
maintenance, capacity reserve, and RES integration. At the same time, the
effectiveness of their implementation largely depends on the quality of government
regulation and the creation of appropriate market incentives.

Despite growing attention to ESS, Ukraine’s regulatory framework is still taking
shape, necessitating a scientific analysis of existing state governance mechanisms in
this sector.

The aim of this study is to analyze the mechanisms of state regulation governing
the development of energy storage systems in Ukraine and to assess their effectiveness
in ensuring the stability and reliability of the power system amid the growing share of
RES.
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
