The arlicle deals with the theorelical ground of the phenomenon of
psychological compelence of personalily, thal is innovative and is not
presented enough in domestic psychology.

There is one parlicular difficully aboul the the general psychological
definition of «compelence» which can denote different phenomena: thinking
aclions (processes, funclions), personal lrails of a person, molivational
tendencies, values (guideline disposition ), especially pesonal and conventional
interactions, practical skills, abilities etc. Compeltence is the willingness of the
subject lo effectively organize inlernal and exlernal resources lo selling and
achieving goals. Internal resources refers to knowledge, skills, competencies
(ways oflife), psychological characteristics, values etc. Competenceis a quality
acquired through reality situations, reflection experience. Despite practical
imporlance and undeniable scienlific interest in the issue of compelence, in
most cases, researchers limited the study of a set of professionally important
qualities, especially their formation and evaluation, often idenlified the concepl
of proficiency and professionalism. The methodological mistake of current
theoretical approaches to the study of competence lies in their excesses.
Researchers make long lists of compelencies, withoul thinking aboul the whole
human personality. It is also important to think about how competence can be
measured and whether il covers the whole period of life.

Abstract. The article deals with the theoretical ground of the
phenomenon of psychological compelence of personalily, that is
innovalive and is not presented enough in domestic psychology.

There is one particular difficulty about the the general psychological
definition of «competence» which can denote different phenomena: thinking
aclions (processes, funclions), personal lrails of a person, molivalional
tendencies, values (guideline disposition ), especially pesonal and
conventional inleractions, practical skills, abilities etc. Compelence is the
willingness of the subject lo effectlively organize inlernal and external
resources lo setting and achieving goals. Internal resources refers to
knowledge, skills, compelencies (ways of life), psychological
characteristics, values etc. Competence is a quality acquired through reality
silualions, reflection experience. Despile praclical importance and
undeniable scientific interest in the issue of competence, in most cases,
researchers limited the study of a set of professionally important qualities,
especially their formation and evaluation, often idenlified the concepl of
proficiency and professionalism. The methodological mistake of current
theoretical approaches lo the study of compelence lies in their excesses.
Researchers make long lists of competencies, without thinking about the
whole human personality. Itis also important to think about how compelence
can be measured and whether it covers the whole period of life.
