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Abstract. Evaluation of the influence of integration on teaching foreign
languages undertaken by different methodologists of the world is
undertaken. Nowadays integration is considered to be one of the most
important innovalions in education. In leaching the foreign language
applying methodological lechniques of inlegralive teaching can resull in
natural and effective forming of speech compelences in various types of
speech activities. Owing to integrative teaching foreign languages
interactive effect of studying subjects of philological and historic cycles is
easily achieved, this favouring leaching all lypes of speech aclivilies and
aspects of the language taken as a whole.

From the point of view of practical teaching foreign languages
integrative leaching is considered as students’ simultaneous and integral
studying all types of speech aclivilies (speaking, reading, wriling and
listening) based on closely interconnected with il studying phonelics,
grammar and lexis.

In our research the difference between studenls’ aims and needs in
speaking a foreign language are also considered, and il is shown that
their realization is also of inlegrative nalure.

Two practical teaching examples of integrative teaching and
methodological techniques leading lo improving students’ speech
compelences owing lo inlegralive leaching are described.

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METHODOLOGICALAPPROACHES TO TEACHING GRAMMAR OF

THE FOREIGN LANGUAGE
Panchenko M. O. ,Karavaieva T.L., Koliada V. P.

Abstract. Traditionally itis an accepted practice to differentiate betwween
scienlific, or linguislic, grammar and pedagogic, or school grammar.
“Whilst the former may attempt o describe everything there is, the latter is
designed to be of help to teachers and students of the language who need,
as far, as possible, clear-digestible summaries” [4, 283].

Besides this, active and passive commands of the language are
distinguished and can be used lo differentiale belween lwo lypes of
pedagogic grammar which principles are described in the article: the active
pedagogic grammar and passive pedagogic grammar. The active grammar
is used for teaching students what they are to do when they have to word
their ideas in a certain socially coloured situation. There can be active
grammar of oral speech and active grammar of written speech. The passive
grammar is used lo leach sludenls ways of idenlifying grammalical
structures by their grammatical signals (endings, suffixes, etc.) in order
to understand the meaning of a speech utterance either orally or in written.

In our research both synthetic operations actualized in speech-generating
mechanisms of a human while productive speech activity and analytic
operations actualized while receptive speech aclivity are described and shown
in a special table. It graphically and clearly demonstrates the difference
belween the lwo psycholinguistic processes in question lo sludenls.

Besides, the main principles of making grammatical rules of active
grammar and those of making rules of passive grammar are given.
