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traits that are "responsible™ for the manifestation of tolerance, such as good-nature, focus on others, tolerance to oth-
ers, the ability for empathy, sociability, trust, openness, self-confidence, may be associated with the presence of such
properties as vulnerability, emotional dependence on others and expectation of support and attention from other
people, excessive sensitivity, passion. The carried out research shows that the most expressed qualities of intolerant
individuals are proneness to dominance, desire to overmaster, but with that they are not able to be independent and
self-sufficient. Some of these qualities create negative emotional traits: unfriendliness, aggressiveness, proneness to
conflicts. The empirical study of factor structure of personality in patients with different levels of tolerance showed

that the expression of this multicomponent property provides an integral image of perso-nality traits.

LONELINESS IN THE SPACE OF LIFE-PURPOSE ORIENTATIONS

The article presents the results of theoretical and empirical research aimed at identifying individual psychological
characteristics of life-purpose orientations affecting the occurrence of loneliness experiencing. It presents the views of
researchers, considering loneliness as an emotional state, a feeling and a subjective experience. The general analysis of
research in the field of the formation of life-purpose orientations, which are shown in the goals, ideals, beliefs, interests
and the other aspects of individual's consciousness, influencing behavior and personal development, that determine the
choice of the way of living, the individual’s self-determination, revealing the potential now and in the future and
provide the insights about meaningfulness and richness of life, is performed. It was empirically established that the
experience of loneliness can affect the correct orientation of meaning and value through the rethinking and the correla-
tion of the goals with the future, emotional intensity of the present and satisfaction with the outcome in the past. The
significant negative relations of total loneliness experience measure with the indicators of value orientations were de-
termined. It was also empirically stated that the preconditions for the emergence of loneliness are the absence of goals
in life, future plans, reduced self-esteem and control of people’s own lives. It was determined that the representatives of
the "lonely" group are characterized by signs of existential crisis, dissatisfaction with their lives at the moment, the ab-
sence of established goals; such people live in the present or the past, experiencing embarrassment, confusion, fear of
the future, discrete perception of their lives as a whole. There are emotional instability, susceptibility to affective
reactions and conformity in relation to the authorities; low awareness of goals in life; the desire to deny the existing
problems; these phenomena cause anxiety, restlessness and frustrating to control and influence over the events of
people’s own lives. It was proved that the absence of the formed complex life-purpose orientations is the prerequisite
for the emergence of loneliness and impedes the process of social adjustment of an individual.
