PECULIARITIES OF MOTIVATIONAL SPHERE OF TEENAGE ORPHANS

The article deals with the peculiarities of teenage orphans’ motivational sphere and methods of its diagnostics. It is
known that one of the main regulators of learning activity is motivation which includes all psychological processes of
pupils. The study of foster children’ motivation to learning activity becomes a topical problem taking into account
apartness of their situation compared to the pupils of a common school. It makes it possible to draw a parallel between
peculiarities of orphans’ development and their motives to learning activity; to reveal the main trends in motivation to
learning activity and find solutions to many problems connected with foster children’s school socialization. That is why,
socio-psychological attitudes of a personality in motivational sphere were experimentally studied. The article also pro-
vides comparative analysis of motivational sphere of orphans and children from traditional families; some psychologi-
cal and pedagogical recommendations for preschool teachers on the development of orphans’ motivational sphere were
developed. The theoretical and empirical study allowed coming to the following conclusions. The motives of foster
children are mostly connected with present and nearest future. However, their motives are far more monotonous and
poor than that of ordinary teenagers. Especially it can be said about the motives concerning personality and its devel-
opment. Safety and material needs are appeared to be the least satisfied for orphans in their senior teens. It is revealed
that in order to make foster children more motivated to learning it is necessary to apply different types of encourage-
ment, to organize interesting competitions on school subjects, games etc. It is established that desired level of develop-
ment of motivational and need sphere of senior teenage orphans should be kept by means of different forms of teenage
activities, in which the main role is assigned to them. Further research is connected with determining the peculiarities of
personal and professional self-determination of orphans of senior school age.

SOCIO-PSYCHOLOGICAL FACTORS OF ADOLESCENTS’ DEVIANT BEHAVIOR FORMATION

It is found that a family is involved in the socialization of adolescents and creates a certain model of adolescent
behavior through the family relations. A harmonious family helps adolescents to pass the crisis by its direct and indirect
influence. Non-harmonious family is regarded as one of the factors of adolescents’ deviant behavior. It is indicated that
adolescents who are raised in non-harmonious families are more likely to form pathobehavior reactions. The article
highlights that a family deals not only with satisfaction of adolescents’ psychological needs but also satisfies material
and everyday needs. Unsatisfied needs lead to mental stress. The long-term impact of such stress causes abnormal be-
havior. The psychological mechanisms of parents’ influence over children were reviewed in the article. It was found
that when parents with antisocial orientation use reinforcement mechanisms, their children adopt deviant behavior even
without realizing it. Considering the fact that a family is directly involved in the educative function, we analyzed the
types of improper parenting. We explained that hypoprotection in extreme forms is characterized by neglecting child-
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ren, while hyperprotected children are deprived of their own life experiences and a sense of responsibility and have un-
stable and hysteroid traits. If children are brought up in conditions of high moral responsibility, they cannot cope with
their ‘unchildish’ duties; it leads to dissatisfaction of their parents. If grandparents are involved into the upbringing
process showing other educational approaches, a teenager cannot choose the correct one, therefore, he/she does not
obey to any. It is determined that conditions of high moral responsibility could be the factors of deviant behavior emer-
gence. Improper upbringing can lead to suicide intentions, most often observed when "emotional rejection™ is used in
the process of upbringing. Attention is focused on the fact that the relationship inside a family is an important factor in
adolescent’s deviant behavior formation. It was proposed to orient the psychotherapy effect at the whole family and its
members in particular.
