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children, while hyperprotected children are deprived of their own life experiences and a sense of responsibility and have
unstable and hysteroid traits. If children are brought up in conditions of high moral responsibility, they cannot cope with
their ‘unchildish’ duties; it leads to dissatisfaction of their parents. If grandparents are involved into the upbringing
process showing other educational approaches, a teenager cannot choose the correct one, therefore, he/she does not
obey to any. It is determined that conditions of high moral responsibility could be the factors of deviant behavior emer-
gence. Improper upbringing can lead to suicide intentions, most often observed when "emotional rejection™ is used in
the process of upbringing. Attention is focused on the fact that the relationship inside a family is an important factor in
adolescent’s deviant behavior formation. It was proposed to orient the psychotherapy effect at the whole family and its
members in particular.

COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF MATERNAL AND PATERNAL ATTITUDE TOWARDS TEENAGER

The results of theoretical analysis of the problem of child-parent relationships are presented in the article. The
views of native and foreign psychologists on the problem of children’s perception of their relationships with parents, on
mother and a father’s role in a child’s upbringing and basic models and styles of parents’ attitudes to their children are
examined. Theoretical analysis shows that child-parent relationship is the most important branch of family relationship
that can provide either positive or negative influence on the child’s maturity and behaviour. That is why, systematiza-
tion and research of peculiarities of interaction in the system “parents-child” are important, actual and urgent. The re-
sults of the empirical study elucidate the peculiarities of child-parent relationship in adolescence, they were compared
separately for mothers and fathers; maternal and paternal attitudes towards a teenager and a teenager’s assessment of
peculiarities of relationship between children and parents, parents and children are found out. It was found out that tee-
nagers perceive parenting style and attitude of mother and father in different ways. The mother in the eyes of a teenager
is often inconsistent in educational methods, prone to control the behavior of adolescents, and fathers are successive,
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eager to control, demanding and confident in the process of children’s upbringing. The difference between parents’ and
teenagers’ seeing and assessment of parental attitude towards a child and educational peculiarities has been also found
out. Parents (mother and father) slightly overestimate the presence of cooperation, constancy and consistency in their
demands, the application of punishments and rewards may indicate some differences in the views of a child and parents
on the situation of upbringing in the family. The author has analyzed the findings and has come to conclusions, so the
purpose and aims of the study are satisfied.
